There was a time, not so long ago, when nerds, theorists and hackers, the first
real colonisers of cyberspace, believed that the Internet would liberate us from
gender," Laurie Penny (152) muses in their book Unspeakable Things (2014).
"Why would it matter, in this brave new networked world, what sort of body you
had?" In my talk, we will trace digital body politics from the hopeful
cyberfeminist 1990s via Legacy Russell's subversive "glitch feminism" (2020) to
today's algorithm-driven times of platform capitalism, in which both hate speech
and body norms as well as resistance and feminist activisms thrive.

Bodies - female, queer bodies - are still the battleground, medium and canvas
for many of these controversies. But which bodies become hypervisible activist
bodies and what does it mean for contemporary popular feminisms that bodily
visibilities - easily commodified in a capitalist system - play such an important
role in their success? Finally, with the rise of far-right, "anti-gender" politics
across Europe and the Anglophone world, we discuss: What, after all, is the road
to body freedom for all?
